Trophy Photo Tips

Great trophy record shots: S. Caddell Martin (210-289-1996)
1. Take lots of pictures of each trophy - don't rush it
2. Remove or tilt back caps and hats
3. Raise up the animal's head (lion: head and shoulders)Remove blood and replace tongue
4. Camera should be at animal's eye level
5. The hunter should not be close enough to touch the animal
6. Turn the animal at an angle to the camera - not perpendicular
7. Use a flash on some of the shots - especially in bright sun
8. Remove tall grass from in front of the animal
9. Add in some close-up and really wide shots
10. Do not shoot directly into the sun to avoid lens flare
11. For Crocs: prop open jaws with a stick in rear of the mouth
12. Digital cameras should be set to produce at least a 1.5-MB file - take plenty of memory cards
13. Photograph a lot of wildlife in general; a good zoom helps
14. Take a lot of pictures of small details of the whole trip. Rifle stocks, pelts, and anything with a vibrant color or texture
15. Take a lot of pictures of landscapes and vistas, sunrises &amp; sunsets, camp life, rivers, people, African trees, plants, and birds - daily.
16. Move Out of the Center of the Frame: Use the Rule of Thirds. The rule of thirds simply states that if you divide any canvas into thirds horizontally and vertically, the intersection of those dividing lines will be the areas of greatest visual interest. Therefore, you should place your subject there; see sample below.
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
